Referring Facility to complete and fax H&P to (269) 341-8037

H&P to include:
1. HIstory of present illness 2. Past medical history
3. Past surgical history
4. Social hisory—illicit and prescription drug use, alcohol

use, smoking
5. Current medications
6. Allergies to medication/soap/latex
7. EKG, Labs, studies completed
8. Treatment and medication started by Regional Provide
